Internationalization Grant Application Instructions
As noted in the Internationalization Strategic Plan, faculty members are encouraged to support internationalization efforts at Park University.  The University’s Internationalization Grant exists to improve the internationalization efforts at Park through direct financial grants by the University to Members.  
The fund’s goals are:
· To encourage faculty to engage in internationalization activities

· To enhance student learning of international issues, and encourage students to be global learners
· To assist the university in producing globally competent and engaged graduates

According to the strategic plan, fundable internationalization grant activities include:
· Internationalized Curriculum Development – to develop a new internationally-themed course, or modify an existing course to include significant internationalization components
· International Scholarship and Research – to create relationships with universities and agencies across the globe and engage in collaborative international scholarship and research activities.
· Contribute to Park’s Internationalization Agenda – to support internationalization-related activities aimed at improving and/or enhancing internationalization efforts at Park
